PARKING

While the Property does not include any park-
ing, there is abundant parking available within 
a one block radius of 20th and J Street and 
20th and K Street. 

The abundance of available public parking has 
allowed the Property to maintain 95+% occu-
pancy without ever issue. In an environment 
of hybrid working days/hours, parking has be-
come even less significant. 

Currently the Property leases 61 spaces for 
its tenants, though the tenants currently only 
lease 25 spaces. 

In addition to these spaces, there are an addi-
tional 200 spaces available located along the 
UP rail line and parking lots at 20th along I 
Street.
